Dewsbury Ambulance Charities Sponsored Walk

Sunday 22nd April 2012
Meet at the Café which is opposite the Railway Station in Grindleford for about 10 o’clock 
This is a circular walk of about 10 miles taking in footpaths, bridleways country lanes and with a busy road to cross. Following the riverside through woodlands, undulating countryside and the occasional hill. It will be muddy in places and is prone to inclement weather!

 Allow yourself about 5 hours to complete it.
The Route; 
1. From the railway station retrace your path back to the main road. Turn right and follow it down to the traffic lights at the river bridge in Grindleford.

2. By the lights on left is a large green footpath sign indicating the route to Froggatt, Curbar, and Calver etc.Take this path across the field following the Heritage Way signs over little stream and eventually into Horse Way Coppice and continue on cobblestone path through the wood.
3. After woods continue over field towards a barn. At the barn follow the wall down to the right and it joins the path continuing onwards.
4. The path meets the road at Spooner Lane before shortly coming to a junction with Hollowgate.
5. Turn right down Hollowgate through the village to the bridge that spans the river Derwent by Bridgefoot Cottage.
6. Go over the bridge and follow lane to the main road.
7. Carefully cross the road and follow the footpath indicated by the stile across middle of the field towards a metal gate. Continue on at the gate/stile following path by the wall on the right to the road at top of field.

8. Turn left at the road and follow it into the village of Eyam.
9. Head towards the church, (8th c Celtic cross near church entrance) and continue on towards the Museum. Opposite the museum are public toilets and the Back up Crew. Enjoy your cup of tea!
10. Being refreshed turn right from car park up the hill to bend then turn left up The Nook. Follow the short road (cul de sac) which becomes a bridleway and continues (quite steep) before joining the road again opposite Highcliffe Bank.
11. Turn left at the road shortly passing Trap House. (on left) Continue on the road for about a mile all the way to The Barrel Inn, and enjoy a shandy.
12. Turn right immediately past the inn, passing YHA shortly on left. Continue down the lane eventually coming to two houses on your left. Just before the 2nd house, take signposted path on the left which passes along the side of the house (now on right) it continues over a couple of stiles before coming to a seat by side of path.

13. Continue on the obvious path which turns sharply right downwards twisting and muddy till it reaches a wooden gate and stile. Cross stile and continue down muddy path eventually leaving wooded area.

14. Continue on same path, now a bit greener and drier crossing through a couple of broken down stone walls.
15. Where the path seems to split (by an obvious ruin slightly forward on right) take the lower path continuing slowly downhill. Continue down to the stream/gully and cross the stile/gate.
16. Carry on through the gate/stile, now with a fence on your left for a bit, then on same path continuing through scattered gorse, Hawthorne then oak down to a stream and a wooden footbridge. (Green footpath sign no 99.) Don’t cross the stream but carry on your same path so that the stream is still on your left.
17. This same path meanders along with another fence on left for a while then through wooded area before reaching a point where two streams meet. (Green signpost no219) and two railed footbridges.
18. Cross the first bridge and over the stile, continuing on same path and with stream still on your left, and upwards through Fir trees to another stile/gate.

19. Go over the stile and onward now on a greener path and with a wall on your left, eventually you will reach a farm on left and a track road. It’s a short walk to a little road junction at Hog Hall (sign in wall) Continue on this road passing Hazleford Hall and down to the main road.
20. At road turn left and pass The Plough Inn, cross over road. Then cross the bridge over Derwent. Here on right after bridge is a footpath to Grindleford and also Harper Lees. (Private House very nice!)
21. Follow this path which follows the river to Harper Lees going to the right of the house and continuing to Coppice Wood.
22. About 200yds into the wood is a sign for Grindleford Station (left) follow this up to nearly the end of the woods (indicated by a gate). About 50yds from the gate is another path on left that takes you to a footbridge over the railway line.
23. Cross over the railway bridge and continue upwards for about 300yds to an obvious wide track. Turn right onto the track walking between the woods with Birch trees and the railway line down to your right.

24. This path will bring you back to Grindleford station (15mins) passing The Shrine at Padley, Brunt Barn and Padley Mill before finally crossing the railway bridge again to the café on your left.

25. Sign in; Have another cup of tea and maybe a chip Butty?
